Want to help your library GO GREEN?

If you will give the Grafton Public Library your e-mail address to add to your library account you will not only be helping the Library to Go Green, but you will be helping the staff to more efficiently handle your requests.

1.  Patrons with e-mail on their library accounts receive their first overdue notices by 

e-mail.  This saves the cost of the overdue cards, staff  time used in preparing the notices, and the cost of stamps.   We average 15 to 35 overdue cards per week.  With postcard stamps at 27 cents each, in postage alone we could save $210.00 to $419.00 per year!

2.  If you have requested material from other libraries, the Grafton Public Library can notify you by e-mail that your item is ready to be picked up.  This can be done with a push of the send button.  Without e-mail, patrons must be called, messages left, and phoning must be fitted when there is a free minute.  An e-mail notice lets you know right away that the book you have been waiting for is in.

3. Patrons with e-mail receive a reminder 2 days in advance that they have material which will be due.  Patrons can then renew material, if possible, or know when they have to return the materials in order to avoid those pesky fines.  With a $1.00 per day per fine for late DVDs and Videos this could be a BIG savings you if you have forgotten the due date.
